The Master of Divinity with Intercultural Ministry concentration is a professional graduate degree designed 
to train and prepare individuals to demonstrate a high level of competence in theoretical analyses and 
practical skills in ministering to other cultures. Graduates of this program are expected to demonstrate 
competence in handling complex problems in the biblical, theological, and practical aspects of the 
ministry. They are also expected to be able to lead the intercultural ministry of the church and Christian 
organizations. This degree program also prepares students for postgraduate studies in the Intercultural 
Ministry. 

This degree program is designed as a three-year full-time residential study, with a Capstone Ministry 
Project in the student’s final year.
